a basket and go to the place that the Lord your God will choose as a 

dwelling for his name.

The Community Closet was conceived of 10 years ago when a need for 

free clothing for people in the Greensburg area was identified. Kathy 

Statler, a member of The Free Methodist Church, spearheaded the 

project and has watched the need grow steadily. The Closet is now 

associated with 14 agencies that assist families and children in crisis. 

Some of these are Allied Family Solutions, The Children’s Institute, 

Embrace Grace, Glade Run Lutheran Services, The Westmoreland 

Children’s Bureau, and Westmoreland Case Management. 

Volunteer opportunities will also occur when the collection is complete 

to separate the items by gender and size.
